NATIONAL PLANNING FRAMEWORK ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT REPORT (01/04/04): The Executive has
committed to undertake Strategic Environmental Assessment for all public sector plans, programmes and
strategies. Section 62 of the Freedom of Information (Scotland) Act 2004 provides the power for Scottish
Ministers to make the Environmental Information (Scotland) Regulations 2004. The keeping of a separate
regime for environmental information acknowledges the existing arrangements, the separate origins of the policy
in international forums and the slightly wider range of bodies to which Aarhus applies. Further information can

PROTECTING OUR MARINE HISTORIC ENVIRONMENT - MAKING THE SYSTEM WORK BETTER (26/03/04): This
consultation follows on from the Department for Culture, Media and Sport's consultation paper Protecting our
historic environment: Making the system work better (July 2003) and the Welsh Assembly Government's
Protection of Historical Assets in Wales (September 2003).

SCOTTISH EXECUTIVE NEWS RELEASES

LESS FAVOURED AREA SUPPORT SCHEME (31/03/2004): The Executive today announced the start of payments
under the Less Favoured Area Support Scheme (LFASS). The 2004 scheme is worth around £61 million to over
13,000 producers farming some of the most disadvantaged land in Scotland.

SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION (29/03/04): A restructuring and new Scottish appointment to the UK
Sustainable Development Commission has been announced, with the Executive also funding a new post in the
Commission's Secretariat to support the work of the Commission in Scotland. Maureen Child, an existing
Commissioner, has been promoted to the new post of Vice Chair (Scotland) and Hugh Raven has been
appointed as an additional Scottish Commissioner. The Commission's structure has been altered to reflect more
closely the organisation's work programme and its growing influence across government.

NEW AFFORDABLE HOMES FOR ARRAN (29/03/04): Jack McConnell (on Arran to take part in the Convention of the
Highlands & Islands at Brodick Castle) has officially opened Low Glencoy, the eight affordable new homes that
form the latest development by Trust Housing Association in Arran. The island is to receive £1.7m from the
Special Rural Fund, which will support such developments across rural Scotland.



MODERN APPRENTICESHIPS RESEARCH (24/03/04): Changes will be made to improve the expanding Modern
Apprenticeship (MA) programme, following new research. A study carried out by Glasgow Caledonian
University’s Centre for Research and Lifelong Learning (CRLL) is recommending that changes be made to the
contracting arrangements with training procedures, recruitment and induction procedures be improved, and a
higher level of contact with employers be practiced.

AGRICULTURAL BUSINESS DEVELOPMENT SCHEME (22/03/04): The Agricultural Business Development Scheme
(ABDS) will help kick start projects in the Highlands and Islands. The scheme is aimed at farming and crofting
families, and provides assistance towards investment in their agricultural holding and support to the
development of new or existing diversification businesses.

FUNDING FOR RURAL COMMUNITIES (17/03/04): Community projects throughout rural Scotland are to benefit from a
share in £3.7 million over the next three years. The fund is made up of three component grant schemes: The
Rural Challenge Fund (RCF- offers grants to rural projects which propose innovative ways of tackling particular
rural problems, or create a wider range of opportunities in rural areas), The Rural Strategic Support Fund
(RSSF- offers grants to support Local Rural partnerships or community-led organisations to promote capacity
building), and the Local Capital Grants Scheme (LCGS- offers grants for the building or upgrading of community
facilities).

EUROPEAN EXPERTS JOIN CONFERENCE ON ANTONINE WALL WORLD HERITAGE STATUS (23/03/04 - HS):

Frank McAveety met with European experts to mark the start of Scotland’s bid to win World Heritage Site status
for the Antonine Wall. It is estimated that the bid will take two years to prepare and will involve consultation with
locals, landowners, special interest groups and other stakeholders with an interest in the Antonine Wall.

BUDGET GIVES LITTLE COMFORT TO CHARITIES (17/03/04 - SCVO): "The expected withdrawal of the 10% payroll
giving supplement from the Treasury will put a significant dent in the £2.3 billion per annum that UK charities
have raised through the scheme. Additionally the abolition of the Advanced Corporation Tax Credit Relief from
April will hit many charities hard and with no action to reduce the cost of Insurance Premium Tax, which remains
at 5%, many charities and voluntary organisations will continue to struggle to meet this ever rising financial
burden,” says Stephen Maxwell, associate director at SCVO.

MORE GREEN BELT THAN EVER BEFORE (29/03/04 - ODPM): Since 1997, 25,000 hectares of green belt have been
created in England, with a further 12,000 hectares due to be announced in local authority plans, according to
statistics published today. This means more than 35,000 hectares of greenbelt to prevent urban sprawl.

LocAL PLANNING AUTHORITY GREEN BELT STATISTICS — ENGLAND 2003 (29/03/04 - ODPM): This Statistical
Release presents statistics on designated Green Belt land in individual local authorities in England. It relates to
the extent of Green Belt in 2003 and is based on a methodology in which the extent of the Green Belt is
captured in digital (computerised) form from proposal maps in development plans.

S2M-1101 - SUSTAINING AGRICULTURE AND SUSTAINING COMMUNITIES: ... believes that sustaining a viable
agricultural sector involves encouraging an increase in employment on Scotland’s land and that this would
strengthen the contribution of agriculture to the viability of rural communities and contribute to the nutritional
health of Scotland.

S2M-1107 - ENVIRONMENTAL JUSTICE: ... hotes a new report, Environmental Justice, published by the World
Wide Fund For Nature (WWF), the Environmental Law Foundation and Leigh, Day and Co, which alarmingly
shows that the civil justice system effectively prevents people who are concerned about the environment from
going to court and that the criminal justice system fails to provide effective deterrents to environmental and
wildlife crimes in England and Wales; further notes that the report surveyed over 50 respondents, including 18
solicitors, 20 barristers and 15 non-governmental organisations, and found that 97% of those interviewed did not
think that the civil law system delivered environmental justice, and urges the Scottish Executive to undertake a
review of the civil and criminal justice systems in Scotland to ensure that the law properly protects the
environment.

S2M-1152 - HARRIS SUPERQUARRY: ... welcomes the decision by the multinational company, Lafarge to finally
give up plans for a superquarry on Harris in the Western Isles; congratulates local people and the Scottish LINK

than a decade of campaigning, and considers that the current planning review provides a vital opportunity to
improve the planning system to ensure that local communities across Scotland are better protected and less
vulnerable to the power of multinational companies pursuing unsustainable and environmentally destructive
developments.

the peat slide at Derrybrien in the Republic of Ireland which a report from Applied Ground Engineering
Consultants states was triggered by the construction of a wind farm.

Scottish Planning Policy 1: The Planning System sets out the role of the European Convention on
Human Rights within the planning system. The Executive undertook a review of existing planning
legislation from the perspective of the European Convention on Human Rights in 1999. We concluded
that the current planning system with its inbuilt checks and safeguards is compatible with the
Convention. The Scottish Executive issued guidance on the Human Rights Act 1998 and ECHR to all
public authorities, including planning authorities in January 2000. However, we keep under review the
need to amend existing law and procedures (whether in the planning field or elsewhere) to comply with
the Convention.

Corporate insolvency law is almost wholly reserved to the UK Government under the Scotland Act 1998.
It is for the Department of Trade and Industry (DTI) to review the effect of insolvency legislation on
industry. The Enterprise Act 2002, which followed a recent DTI review, contains provisions to promote
company rescues. These provisions will be of direct benefit to small businesses in Scotland (and in the
rest of the UK) such as sub-contractors in the building industry.

Consultations on planning issues are sent to a wide range of interested organisations and individuals,
and they are also placed on the Executive's website. A typical consultation will involve us sending out
600 printed copies and 635 email alerts, though for the forthcoming consultation on appeals we intend to
send out about 2,000 printed copies. In line with the Executive's best practice on consultations, a list of
the organisations to whom the consultation paper has been sent is included in the paper. We have
already consulted on several major issues which are likely to be included in a Planning Bill later this
session. These include the modernisation of the development planning system as set out in our 2002
document Review of Strategic Planning — Conclusions and Next Steps and public involvement in
planning as set out in the 2003 White Paper Your Place, Your Plan. We will shortly be consulting on
appeals in planning and the implementation of changes to the development planning system, and further
consultations are likely to be held on other issues which may be included in a Planning Bill. (Margaret
